Dear TEACH, 


  My name is Hannah and I am 11 years old. I was born on June 28,1999. On June 28, 2001 my cousin Caleb was born. A couple of years ago our family was changed forever! It was New Years Eve 2008 when Caleb went to the hospital with a terrible headache. The doctors found a tumor wrapped around his brain stem.  They told his mother they could not operate and Caleb would only live six months to a year. Almost exactly six months later Caleb died on July 4 2009.


   Last year when our birthday came I could not celebrate without doing something to remember Caleb, so I asked my Grammy to call the hospital where he was treated, and later, died and asked if there was anything a little girl could do.Turns out, there's a thing called an "Owie Box" where a kid could pick a toy after getting an IV, blood test. or a shot. They were running low on toys because they were all donated.  I decided to ask everyone in my church and family to help out. On June 28th when I turned 11 and Caleb would have been 9, I delivered tons of toys to The Barbara Bush Wing. 


    Later I was thinking that toys made kids happy but it did not cure cancer. I think God told me I could do more and He does not JUST use adults. He can use little kids too, like me! So I decided this year I will do something bigger. I told my grandmother I wanted to organize a charity walk to help raise money to find a cure for childhood cancer. She wasn't too sure we could do that, but God is giving us lots of people to help us. We are just beginning the planning, but I'm getting excited because I know that when God tells you to do something, He will help you so you can get it done! Thanks for wanting to support me!  Hannah��[Hannah is Dot Shuman's granddaughter - she will be at the February TEACH meeting to share more details about her plans for the charity walk.  Details will also be posted through the newsletter - this would be a great thing for TEACH families to get behind and support]
