Driver Education Course for Maine Homeschoolers

Flanagan's Driving School, located in the Garsney Building, suite #2, at  909B Main Street in Sanford, Maine, will be offering a course for Maine homeschoolers this spring.  This course will be held on Tuesday and Thursday mornings from 9 am to 12 pm. beginning Tuesday, March 29, 2011, and running for 5 weeks for a total of 30 hours of classroom instruction. The last class will be May 5th since there will be no classes during April school vacation week.  All students must be at least 15 years old by March 29, 2011. ��A missed class can be easily made up by attending that class in another of Flanagan's meeting times.   If several students need to miss the same class due to a conflict, that class could be moved to a different day that week if workable for all involved. ��Driving slots will be scheduled weekly around students' personal schedules with pick-up and drop-off at homes.  A total 10 hours of instructor driving time is required. ��The price for this course is $450 and includes the permit fee. ��Please contact Flanagan's Driving School directly at 207-324-1533 to sign-up for this course or to obtain further information.  All students must be at least 15 years old by March 29, 2011.
