CURRICULUM SPOTLIGHT
	NOVEMBER:  HEART OF DAKOTA

This is a Christ-centered open and go curriculum based on the Charlotte Mason method. It is easy to use, flexible, and able to be used with multiple ages at the same time. Heart of Dakota's goal is to help each parent keep God's Word at the heart of their children's academic training. The author, Carrie Austin, holds a Bachelor's Degree in Elementary Education with a middle school endorsement and a Master's Degree in Educational Leadership. She taught in the public school system for eleven years before staying home to teach her own four boys. The program currently offers seven guides, from preschool up to age 14, as well as an additional manual called Drawn into the Heart of Reading for Literature Studies. Right now, one new manual is released each year, and HOD does have plans for high school level curriculum. More information can be found at http://heartofdakota.com. 
 

I've used this curriculum for the last three years, and can say I totally love it! If I were going to write my own curriculum, this is what it would look like! I had the privilege of meeting Carrie at the MassHope convention this year, and found her to be wonderfully supportive and encouraging! She has written a curriculum that includes things the busy homeschooling mom might want to include in her day, but "just can't find the time!" I'm talking about poetry, music, hands-on science experiments, art, storytime, etc.! History is taught with living books, reinforced with a weekly history activity and timeline exercise. Science and Bible are tied into the History portion. Each guide builds on the skills learned in the previous one. Even though this is an all in one program, there are several choices and options for every budget! There is also an online forum which Carrie, her husband Mike and sister Julie are all an active part of. I'm looking forward to giving you a chance to see this wonderful curriculum close up!

 FIELD TRIP IDEAS – ALL THAT IS NEEDED IS SOMEONE TO ORGANIZE!
Declare God’s Wonders - There is a creation ministry in our own "backyard" at Bridgton, ME. "Dino Pastor" Rev. Paul Veit is the founder and director of Declare God's Wonders, Inc., an evangelistic ministry, and The Dinosaur Encounter, a creation learning center located there. The website is www.dinopastor.com. The center is also open for groups from 6th grade through adult by appointment. 
Growstown One Room Schoolhouse – in Brunswick, Maine.  This is an opportunity to learn a great hands-on method for studying local history.  Spend the day in a One Room School House, learn about a real person in history, take on the role of that person, dress in period costume and be taught by a teacher who remains in character based on a real teacher ‘back in the day’. 
Alfred Shaker Museum – Shakerism came to Alfred in the early 1780’s.  To members, Alfred was ‘Holy Land”.  The community became special as one of the earliest shaker communities and it reinvigorated the families at Sabbathday Lake when in 1931, it merged with its sister group to the north.  Sabbathday Lake is the last Shaker Community in Maine and the last home anywhere of living Shakers.  Open Wed & Sat 1-4 through October
Lowell National Historical Park - The early story of America's Industrial Revolution is commemorated at Lowell National Historical Park in the midst of this lively city. The Park offers visitors an in-depth look into the past that brought the 19th century textile industry to tap the waterpower of the Merrimack River while also revealing cultural connections to the present and visions for the future.  They offer some fascinating day long, interactive teaching workshop for children of varied ages.

Fees are as follows, and are a great value.
Courses: $600 per course per year (Math, Language Arts, Bible, Science, History) plus $60 enrollment fee (which covers administrative fees, curriculum costs, and assessment)
Specials (Music, Art, Gym): $125 per course per year + $30 enrollment fee
Athletics: $30 sports fee ($10 per additional child in family) per sport
Assessment (NWEA testing): $50.00 includes fall and spring testing and a meeting with a teacher to go over results.
Ministries/events/field trips: Expenses only (i.e. gas, admission, etc.)
 There is so much more to say! For example, we’re using a great new Bible curriculum from Summit Ministries this year that includes worldview and Bible survey, and each class participates in a monthly ministry to serve people and share the Gospel.
